e Programmatic funds should be spent on rainfed areas at least i
proportion to the extent of rainfed area in the district.

e Existing provision of beneficiary contribution has since bee:
discontinued. As such, no beneficiary contribution from farmer
shall be required on any of the Cafeteria activities with effect fror
2014-15.

e At least 30% of resources meant for programmatic activities are to b
allocated for women farmers and extension functionaries.

e At least 10% of the allocation on programmatic activities at district level i
required to be used through non-governmental sector viz. NGOs, FOs
PRIs, cooperatives, para-extension workers, agri-preneurs, inpu
supphers, corporate sector etc. A detailed plan for implementation ¢
activities in PPP mode may be drawn and apprc; d by IDWG within on
month of issuance of this order -

e No expenditure shall be mcurred on in-eligible items. In the event of an
such expendlture the in- ehglble expenses shall be deducted from th
State’s next year’s allocation.

e Funds sanctioned for SC & ST category of farmers should be strictl
utilized for the purpose it is sanctioned.

e A detailed plan for utilizing funds under ‘innovative activities’ at distric
level needs to be drawn and approved by IDWG/SLSC under intimation t
Government of India. :

A Farmer Advisory Committees (FACS) at State, District & Block level ma

. be necessarily constituted/ suitably strengthened and duly notifie

within 02 months of the issuance of these orders for getting farmers
feedback into the planning/implementing process.

e A ‘Convergence Strategy’ detailing therein the sector- wise and location
wise details of trainings, demonstrations, Farm Schools with KVKs an
SAUs may be drawn and approved by IDWG /SLSC within one month ¢
issuance of this approval. Achieving convergence among variou
extension functionaries under RKVY, ATMA, NHM,NFSM etc. 2
Panchayat level as detailed in Para 5.1.2 of ATMA Guidelines shall form
part of the convergence strategy. '

o At least 50% of the mandatory activities indicated in ATMA Cafeteri
2014 and Innovative Technology Dissemination (ITD) component

should be implemented as per provisions contained in the detailed
guidelines. '

e Approval of IDWG may be sought before implementation of SEWP 2014-
15, if not obtained so far. Technical Committee’s approval may also be got
ratified in SLSC as and when next meeting is convened.

5.  The funding support under the Revised Scheme shall be in the ratio of
90:10 (Centre:State) for all components of Cafeteria except ‘Farmer Friend’ where
it will be in 50:50 ratio between the Centre and the States. In case of Innovative
Technology Dissemination (ITD) components 25% expenditure will need to
be borne by the State Government.

6.  This approval will remain valid till next SEWP is approved.

7. Other terms and conditions conveyed in Administrative Approval of the-
scheme vide letter No. 27(4)/2014-AE/Extn. Desk dated 17th April, 2014 and
Operational Guidelines of ‘Support to State Extension Programmes for Extension
Reforms’ Scheme, 2014 shall be applicable. In case of any seeming
contradiction with any of the earlier communications,
Operational Guidelines shall prevail.
