Whereas, the SECOND PARTY is Uttarakhand State
Organic Certification Agency (USOCA), Deharadun it is
one of the most experienced Accredited Certification
Body in India doing Organic Inspection ana
Certification in Uttarakhand State.

The first and second parties named above have
decided mutually to enter into this Agreement to form
working partnership between them to extend organic
certification services (NPOP & NOP) in Bihar, initiaily
for a period of one year and extendable on mutual
consent. |

Under this Agreement second party is obligated to
station their Organic Certification Inspectors
(Auditors) and Evaluators and also identify Quality
Manager in Bihar to oversee the organic certification
orogramme involved in Bihar. The actual number of
certification personnel to get involved in Bihar
orogramme may be mutually decided depending on
the work load.

The second Party shall open a Bank Account in
Patna and authorize one of its officers assigned
for Bihar to operate Bank Account.

operators and pay into the account of second
party at Patna. The second party shall also

3.1 Inspection and certification charges collected will

The expenses towards travel of Second Party
Officials to and fro between Deharadun and Patna
will be borne by Second Party.

3.3 The travelling, lodging and boarding expenses of

the inspection towards visit to the organic sites in
Bihar will be borne by operator on actual cost
basis from Patna.

Regi-stration of Operators/Clients

All the application forms will be routed through
First Party to the Second Party and the
Operators/Clients will be registered with Second
Party.

Transfer of Operators/Clients to First Party

As Soon as the First Party gets accreditation, the
Operators/clients (new) will be transferred to First
Party as per the standardized procedure.
However, wherever the certification is already in
progress such programmes will be completed by
Second Party and thereafter to be transferred to
the First Party in the same manner.

Inspection and Certification Activities

All the inspection and certification related
documents will be routed through First Party to
Second Party by the Operators/Clients.

First  Party shall carry out accompanied
inspections with Second Party. However, the
inspection and other reports shall always be
shared between First and Second Party.

For inspection and certification the documents of
Second Party will be utilized and share the same

with First Party as per the standardized
procedure.

Since the Internal Control System (ICS) plays a key
role in Organic Production and Certification
Programme an initial  training of the
Operators/clients/involved officers is very much
essential for successful implementation Therefore
in the initial stages a personnel from Second Party
shall be deputed as resource person for the
trainings and to minimize the costs. The training
programme shall be so arranged as to coincide
with the inspection and certification programmes
in the state and later on First Party itself shall
provide the necessary trainings.

Second party will issue the "Scope Certificate”
until First Party gets its accreditation.

Settlement of Disputes

In the event of any disputes or differences
between the parties arising out of or in
connection with this Agreement or with regard to
performance of any obligations by either party,
the parties here to shall use their best efforts to
resolve such disputes or differences amicably by
mutual negotiations, failing which it shall be

settled by reference to an arbitrator namely the
Chairman of BSSCA/BSOCA.

Both the parties shall be bound by any award
rendered as a result of such reference as the final
adjudication of any such controversy or claim.

In Case of legal remedies sought for the Courts at
Patna alone shall have the exclusive jurisdiction to
try and entertain any dispute arising out of or in
connection with the terms of this Agreement.

No modification or change to this agreement,
waiver of any kind of provisions of additional
contractual provisions shall be enforceable unless
previously approved in writing by the parties to
this agreement of their duly authorized
representative informed of an amendment to
agreement duly signed by the parties hereto.
